This August, Leander ISD launched ParentLink, a communication tool that keeps our parents interested, in-
formed and involved in their child’s campus. ParentLink has proven to be extremely effective in enhancing
LISD’s ability to communicate campus and district activities with our stakeholders.

In October, LISD mailed parents their login IDs, passwords and instructions Jor accessing their ParentLink
account. Using this information, parents can now log in and change their user ID and password to one of
their choosing. (Note: This information does not pertain to Parent Connection, the system that allows par-
ents to access their student’s grades and attendance information. ParentLink is strictly for campus and dis-
trict communications.)

Some parents may have received more than one letter, each with a different ID and password. If you received
more than one letter, please log in under one ID and password. Once you have logged in, you have the
ability to merge all of your accounts into one account.
